HUMAN TISSUE BIOLOGICAL MATERIALS TRANSFER AGREEMENT

This Material Transfer Agreement ("MTA") is effective beginning on the date of the latter of the two authorized signatures of the parties. The parties to the agreement are: Woman's Hospital, (hereinafter called the"PROVIDER") located at 100 Woman’s Way, Baton Rouge, LA, 70817, and NAME (hereinafter called the "Recipient") located at ADDRESS.


1. PROVIDER agrees to transfer to RECIPIENT biological samples of tissue hereinafter called the "Research Material". RECIPIENT shall use the Research Material only for future research testing on the following study: NAME OF STUDY
RECIPIENT shall obtain approval from PROVIDER if RECIPIENT desires to use the Research Material for other purposes.

2. PROVIDER will use best efforts to assure that all individuals from whom Research Material is obtained have agreed that the Research Material provided to RECIPIENT hereunder may be used for research purposes.

3. RECIPIENT acknowledges and accepts that, except for conditions noted in Paragraph 2 above, THIS RESEARCH MATERIAL IS BEING SUPPLIED TO RECIPIENT WITH NO WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING ANY WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. PROVIDER makes no representation that the use of the Research Material will not infringe on any patent or proprietary rights of third parties.

4. RECIPENT acknowledges that the Research Material is experimental in nature, may have unknown characteristics, and may potentially carry infectious agents. RECIPIENT agrees to use prudence and care in the handling, storage, transportation, and containment of the Research Material and all derivatives thereof.

5. RECIPIENT agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless PROVIDER from any and all of RECIPIENT's liability, loss, expense, reasonable attorney's fees, or claims for injury or damages arising from RECIPIENT's use, directly or indirectly, of the Research Material, or any material made by RECIPIENT that includes or is derived from Research Material.

6. PROVIDER acknowledges and agrees that Paragraphs 4 and 5 above are not intended to and shall not extend to any risk, injury, or damages arising out of or resulting from the negligence or willful misconduct of PROVIDER, including extracting and/or delivering the Research Material.

7. RECIPIENT shall not use the Research Material in humans, nor will any products or derivatives generated from the Research Material, or any cells or substances in contact with the Research Material be infused into humans. RECIPIENT shall use the Research Material in compliance with all-applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations. RECIPIENT shall not transfer the Research Material to any facility not under the control of the RECIPIENT, nor transfer the Research Material to any person who is not under the immediate and direct supervision of the RECIPIENT, and RECIPIENT shall assure that any such transfers shall comply with the terms of the Agreement.
8. RECIPIENT agrees to keep records regarding the use of Research Material and to dispose of the used and unused Research Material, and the derivatives, according to all applicable federal, state and local regulations.

9. RECIPIENT agrees to destroy all unused Research Material, and the derivatives, according to all applicable federal, state and local regulations, if the individual from whom Research Material is obtained chooses to withdraw permission for use of Research Material.

10. This Agreement shall be effective as of the last date signed by the parties below and shall be terminated when all research material has been utilized, returned or destroyed.
